In his will James left his house 9 Handbridge free of rent for the rest of her life and an 
income of £1-5shillings per week. 3 houses on Wellington Row went to James Bingley,the 
Duke of Wellington to John Thomas and 9 Handbridge to Elizabeth Dodd.


As well as the name of the village,Handbridge is also the name of the street from the Old 
Dee Bridge leading away from the river.
